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voluntary basis effective August 31, 2020, with electronic filing becoming
mandatory on October 15, 2020; and

IT IS FURTHER ORDERED that the Clerk of the Court is authorized and
directed to give notice of the above-referenced amendments by publishing them in
the Bar Bulletin and New Mexico Rules Annotated.
